Project of Northwest Villages of Jerusalem 

The Palestinian Family Planning and Protection Association, PFPPA, carried out a consultation project in Beddu village and other 7 surrounding villages in order to improve the social and health status of males and females over 18 years old and to reduce the violations of women’s rights in the field of psychological, reproductive and sexual health. This project was financed by two Italian associations, LOPSE and UCODEP.

Approximately 2000 women and men benefited from this project which started in July 2005 and it made a lot of positive influence over that unprivileged area where women don’t have their reproductive rights protected. They don’t cant make a decision regarding the timing of pregnancy and making tests before marriage. This situation led to negative consequences such as poverty. 

The field work team remarks that a lot of social problems came to surface during their house visits and workshops. Many women with psychological and social problems sought the team’s help and consultation to overcome such problems; therefore, the team increased the service of individual consultation which was undertaken by specialists. 

Although the evaluation reports of the project make it clear that there is an accelerating concern about reproductive health and the use of contraceptives, the field work team remarked that Beddu village still needs more projects in the field of reproductive and sexual health.
