Project of Reinforcing Women’s Role in the Palestinian Community

Duration: 12 months

Place: Hebron

PFPPA carried out this project which was financed by the European Union in Hebron. 1120 female and male aged 15-25 took part in the discussion throughout questions and questionnaires. Also, 22 male and female participants were chosen to undertake intensive training of 195 training hours about reproductive health, gender, management and trainers’ training. After the completion of the training course, these participants took part in the field work where they visited many associations and houses in Hebron city and the adjacent areas such as Sa’eer, Shyoukh, Ethna, Halhoul, Arroub Camp, Soureef, Beit Ommar, Doura and Al-Thahreyya. It has to be noted that there were 75 hours of field work. 

The most important outcome of the project is that it has contributed to increasing awareness around gender and reinforcing women’s competency economically and socially. The discussion through internet was adopted for 12 consecutive weeks and that paved the way for effective participation of associations resulting in a report about the ideas and attitudes of these associations around reinforcing women status in the Palestinian community as it is detailed in the following report.
