Project of reinforcing youth awareness on the subject of gender and reproductive and sexual health in some areas in Bethlehem governorate

Financed by MAP-UK, PFPPA executed this project in 2005 in 6 Palestinian areas in Bethlehem governorate; Al-khas and No’man, Dar Salah, Al-Ebeideya, Al-Khader, the old city and Arab El-Rashaydeh. The project aimed at promoting awareness on the subject of sexual and reproductive health and gender among 20% of the persons aged 18-25 in the above-mentioned areas. The fulfillment of this purpose led to decreasing family and social problems and violation of women’ rights. This project lasted for 12 months and was carried out by a specialist team of the PFPPA branch in Bethlehem. 

On the other hand, there were summer training camps for youth to prepare them as leaders capable of taking the lead in promoting awareness in the Palestinian community and at least in their places. Also there was a campaign called “From House to House” which included presenting audio-visual materials for those who cant attend workshops and training courses.
