Ru’ya ‘Vision’ Project 2000

Funded by the International Federation for Family Planning, this project lasted for five years and it aimed at providing a set of services related to sexual and reproductive health for unprivileged groups in Palestine such as females and males of different age groups. The project also was concerned about men’s participation in decision-making in regard to choosing useful contraceptives to protect the sexual and reproductive health in general. 

The project also included various activities around family planning such as legal, social and psychological consultation, promoting awareness for women on the subject of sexual and reproductive health, providing medical services for women, providing preventive treatment though comprehensive clinical tests (breast and uterine cancer) and other kind of services. In addition, two youth clubs in Hebron and Gaza were inaugurated.
